To change the latch backset from 2-3/4” (70 mm) to 2-3/8" (60 mm):
* Make sure the side with the arrow and word “UP” is facing you.

1. With the latch assembly installed partially close the door until the latch assembly is just inside
the door jamb. Mark 2 lines on the face of the door indicating the top and bottom of the latch
plate. Measure 1/4” (5 mm) inward from the door stop. Using the striker plate, align it with the
lines and draw around the strike plate and mark your hole locations.

2. Drilla1” (25 mm) hole that is 1/2” (13 mm) deep into the door jamb on the centerline of the

Screws.

3. Chisel 1/6" (4.2 mm) deep or until latch face is flush with door edge.

4. Install strike plate and tighten screws.

Installing batteries

¢ Insert 4 high-quality AA alkaline batteries into the battery compartment in the direction noted +/-
on the compartment. The lock will beep twice, the keypad will illuminate blue, and the light
indicator will flash green twice to signify that it has received power (Fig. A).

¢ Slide the battery cover downwards, along the tracks on the interior assembly, to cover the
batteries (Fig. B).

A NOTICE Do not touch the keypad until the blue light turns off. Do not use rechargeable

batteries or non-alkaline batteries.
